Indemnity forms and day membership forms must be signed and handed in 
BEFORE you can ride. (available at Secretary desk on the day) $10 members fee 
if not already a Pony Club of SA Club member. 
PCASA approved helmets and boots must be worn at all times while mounted - No 
exceptions. 
Judges decision is final. Protests may be lodged with Show Secretary 15 minutes 
after event ends. $50 protest fee applies, returned if protest upheld. 
Sunnybrae Pony Club reserve the right to alter or cancel any event on the program 
if required. 
Only Snaffle bridles with cavesson nosebands allowed in all rings. 
All classes are to be ridden in a snaffle. No whips or spurs 
Ages of riders where indicated are ages on the 29th June 2008. 
Programs are current at the time of publication, but subject to change without 
notice. 
Riders may compete in more than one ring if they are eligible, but no rings will wait 
for riders. 
Dogs are welcome but please, keep on the leash and under your control. 
Maiden events are for horse/rider combination who have never won a ribbon at any 
show or gymkhana. 
In the interests of safety, the following rules apply for led riders: 

The handler must lead the rider from the near side of the pony/mount. 

The handler is to remain as close as possible to the girth, level with the rider 
and ready to assist if the rider needs them. 

The handlers will hold the lead in the left hand, leaving the right hand free to 
help the rider. 

Leads must be attached to the noseband or halter, not to the bit. 

No chains allowed. 

Handlers must wear suitable footwear. 

ñMonkeyò or neck straps are encouraged. 
Horses not in control of a competent handler will be asked to leave the ring and the 
rider asked to dismount. 
PLEASE PICK UP RUBBISH AND MANURE as your floats are in our day 
paddock.
