GENERAL INFORMATION 
 
• All Riders to report to Secretary’s Shed on arrival – Maps and Body Numbers will be issued for each 
grade.  Riders to provide own body number holder. 

 
• All Pony Club riders must have a current Pony Club card (for this financial year) not necessarily for 
horse entered, but each combination needs a separate entry form and fee. 

 
• Non-Pony Club riders must complete a Pony Club Day Attendance Form and pay the $10 fee. 
 
• Approved hard hats, riding boots and medical arm bands must be worn by all riders. 
 
• Gear safety check will be provided and is compulsory for all riders. 
 
• Instructors are welcome but if mounted must pay appropriate entry fees for each grade. 
 
• Designated grades will be jumped at different session times.  Please refer to the Notice Board at the 
Secretary’s Shed for any alteration to starting times. 

 

• Cross Country jumps must only be jumped in the direction they are flagged (Red flag on right hand 
side on approach to jump).  You may jump one grade either side of the grade entered providing it is 
safe, be aware of other riders. 

 
• The Canteen will be open in the Club Rooms from 8am. 
 

• All dogs must be on a leash at all times and are not allowed on cross country course. 
 
• Limited yards are available for each session, $5 fee per session to be paid at Secretary’s Shed. 
 

THE ORGANISING COMMITTEE RESERVES THE RIGHT TO: 

• Change or alter the advertised session times. 
• Refuse or accept any entry with or without stating a reason.
